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 4 school classes 

 students were learning basic informations about 
Holocaust, for example: 

 meaning of the word Holocaust 

 history of Jews in Europe before Hitler 

 Nazi Germany 1933-1941 (with a special emphasis on 
propaganda focused on specific victim groups) 

 NDH and Ustasa movement 

 racial laws 

 The Final Solution - covers ghettos, camps, and 
extermination 

 what happened after the war 



 Way of teaching: 

 

 Individualise the history by translating statistics into 
personal stories 

 Use witness testimony to make this history more "real“ 

 Avoid simple answers to a complex history 

 Without shocking pictures 

 Encouraging students to make  conclusions 



 3 school classes 

 The movie tells the story of Irena Sendler, a Catholic 
Polish health and social worker during World War II 
who risked her life saving 2,500 Jewish children from 
the Warsaw Ghetto between 1942 and 1943. 



 The take-home message: Sendler was an incredibly 
brave, self-less woman who truly believed that 
one person could make a difference.

 What are the lessons that we can learn from the life of 
Irena Sendler and her involvement in Zegota?   

 How can individuals today pay tribute to Irena's 
memory by getting involved in peace activities that 
help save some of the world's peoples?   

 Why is it important for the message of Yad Vashem to 
be heard beyond the borders of Israel?
